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The Gilmore Music Library celebrates the 125th anniversary of the establishment of the Yale School of Music with
an exhibition that highlights the School’s early years. Among the musicians featured are Gustave Stoeckel (the
first Professor of Music at Yale), Horatio Parker (the first Dean of the School), Charles Ives, and Paul Hindemith.

The exhibition is curated by Richard Boursy, Research Archivist at the the Gilmore Music Library.
